Lays on top of the land jurisdiction.

There is no division between the two.

The land jurisdiction is.

Below.
00:39:48 Speaker 6
The soil jurisdiction of the county, the soil jurisdiction of the county deals with county issues.

He called in the Union state. I hate that term because it gives some.

It creates an implication that these are freestanding states. They are freestanding counties within the state, they don't exist.

So we have.

Tiny little counties out there population wise. Some of them are very big counties.

White pine, for example, and others. Eureka. These are these are counties that are huge.

Bigger than other states.
00:40:48 Speaker 6
And they have soil jurisdiction now. If they don't have anybody who's active as an ASN on those particular counties, or they have one person or maybe two people, and they're trying to organize their.

On my county, my soil jurisdiction as a county facilitator for Carson City.
